Rules for midterm and semi-final results of 2nd year students of pharmacy 
in Physical Chemistry
Academic year: 2011/2012, term 1
The physical chemistry lecture series is divided to four sections:
· Thermodynamics (basics)
· Thermodynamics (applications) and reaction kinetics

· Electrochemistry

· Spectroscopy

Midterm tests
You will have altogether four midterms of the four sections above. Regularly, a midterm is due having the lecturer finished one of the sections. Writing the midterm takes up one or two lecture hours. The midterm questions are identical or very similar to that are given in the homepage and may include problems containing numerical calculations. Therefore a calculator is needed at the midterm writing day. Calculators built in your mobile phone (cell phone) cannot be used.
The midterms are evaluated in a scale up to 20 points.
You can get your semi-final grade in physical chemistry without an oral exam when you meet our midterm demands, that is if
1. you write all the four midterms,
2. the result of each of the midterm tests reaches a minimum of 10 points.
When all the four midterms have 10 or more points, the points are summed up, and the grade is donated according to the table below.
